Television New Zealand has apologised to an Iraqi man after it sent him an e-
in response to a complaint and then accused him of forging it.  
 
A hunt is under way to find the author of the e-mail, which contained just sev
menacing words: "Watch out for bombs under your car. . ."  
 
Auckland engineer Khalid Al Sayegh wrote to Close Up at Seven on Wednesd
what he saw as biased coverage of two of Saddam Hussein's officials who w
enter New Zealand undetected.  
 
He asked Close Up to be "fair and balanced" and include crimes committed b
Westerners against other races.  
 
Thirty minutes later the unsigned Close Up e-mail arrived.  
 
Mr Al Sayegh said he found the message disturbing and upsetting.  
 
TVNZ initially denied yesterday that it had sent the e-mail, and even suggeste
Sayegh had tampered with the auto-reply generated by his e-mail to make it l
menacing.  
 
Mr Al Sayegh was furious, and accused TVNZ of trying to deflect blame and c
the incident. An hour later, TVNZ confirmed the offensive e-mail did exist and
sent from a Close Up computer.  
 
Publicist Zara Potts denied any cover-up attempt, saying it was a legitimate m
 
She said the computer from where the e-mail was sent had been identified, b
author. All Close Up staff were in an editorial meeting when the e-mail was se
the possibility someone used an unmanned computer to send the message. 
 
"It's totally unacceptable and we are very apologetic to the recipient and apo



unreservedly," Ms Potts said.
