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Pakistan general: US interfering in Iran affairs
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Former Pakistani Army General Mirza Aslam Beig
claims the US Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) has
distributed 400 million dollars inside Iran to evoke a
revolution.

In a phone interview with the Pashto Radio on Monday,
General Beig said that there is undisputed intelligence
proving the US interference in Iran.

Pakistan's former army chief of joint staff went on to
